o She visited her grandmother yesterday. (Ella visitd a su abuela ayer).

Pasado Continuo (Past Continuous)

Lo usas para describir una accion que estaba en progreso en un momento especifico del pasado.
Describe el "fondo" o el contexto de lo que estaba sucediendo.

« Idea Clave: La accién estaba ocurriendo, no habia terminado.

e Foérmula: was/were + verbo-ing

« Ejemplo:
o Lastnight at 8 p.m., | was eating pizza. (Anoche a las 8 p.m., estaba comiendo pizza).
o She was reading a book. (Ella estaba leyendo un libro).

Coémo se Usan Juntos (La Combinacion Perfecta)

La forma mas comun de usarlos es juntos: el pasado continuo describe la accion larga que estaba
en progreso, y el pasado simple describe la accion corta que la interrumpio.

« Ejemplo:
o | was watching TV when the phone rang.
= Accidn larga en progreso: "l was watching TV" (Estaba viendo TV).
= Accion corta que interrumpe: "the phone rang" (el teléfono sono).
En resumen:

« Pasado Simple: Accién corta y terminada (Ej: He called - El llamo).
o Pasado Continuo: Accion larga y en progreso (Ej: | was sleeping - Estaba durmiendo).
e Juntos: | was sleeping when he called.
